Article text must be presented in file form A 4 size (in Ms Word format), Times New Roman 14 print, 1,5 line spacing; new paragraph – 1, 25 sm.; margins: upper, lower, – 20 mm, left – 30 mm, right – 10 mm,; text alignment – breadth-wise; without page numbering. References must be put at the end of the article (in articles presented in square brackets) notes. A recommended sample of articles submission is presented in Appendix 1.
